· If a threatened species is requested, the legal sourcing of the parent plant/s must be verified and the proposed harvesting quantities achievable.
· A licence includes conditions. It’s important you understand and can meet the conditions of your licence if granted. It is an offence under the BC Act to breach a condition of a licence. View an example of the grower licence conditions. 
· Please allow up to 28 days for a licence application to be assessed. You will be contacted if further information is needed to complete the assessment.

· Each species of protected plant must be growing in what the authorised officer considers to be saleable quantities before a licence will be granted to permit sale.
· Growers of Xanthorrhoea species must be able to demonstrate compliance with the requirements of the WPMP that relate to growing grass trees (refer to Appendix H of WPMP).
· Orchid growers must be able to demonstrate compliance with the requirements of the WPMP that relate to orchid growing (refer to Appendix I of the WPMP).
· Grower tags are required for all species listed in Part 2 of Schedule 6.

· Where the licensee has a retail or wholesale outlet, a copy of the licence must be available on request by an authorised officer. It is recommended the licence be displayed at the point of sale.
· It is an offence for a licensee to sell any protected plants other than those described on their licence.
· It is an offence to provide false or misleading information in applications and documents in connection with matters under the BC Act.
