e The use of fire retardant is only permitted with the prior consent of the senior NPWS
officer, and should be avoided where reasonable alternatives are available.

e Exclude the use of surfactants and retardants within 50m of rainforest, watercourses,
dams and swamps.

e  Areas where fire suppression chemicals are used must be mapped and the used
product name recorded.

e The Threatened Species Operational Guidelines are to be observed.
